Law enforcement survivors from 

all across the nation gather for in-depth grief work and issue-oriented 

information sharing (advance registration required).

The Police Unity Tour arrives at the Memorial on May 12. Hundreds of law 

enforcement officers and supporters on bicycles are welcomed after completing 

their multi-day, 300-mile journey in honor of fallen officers.

Amazing Calm after been shot 5 times (head & arm wounds) - Officer Down

This is amazing... Deputy Shot 5 times and there was an audio mp3 wave file that wonôt work for this PDF 

newsletter.  But I listened to the audio and it was amazing how calm and collected this wounded Deputy 

handled himself.  This is an incident that happened last month in Charleston, South Carolina and very similar 

to what many of you do on a daily basis. The tape showed this manôs amazing calmness and actions that 

helped others find the downed officer.

A tape released Monday by the Charleston County Sheriff's Office describes how Deputy Jeffrey DeGrow

radioed for help after he was shot in the head and arm Thursday on James Island.  Dave DeGrow is from 

Michigan. His son Jeffrey grew up there, too, but didn't like the cold. "He said, 'If I'm going to be a cop, I don't 

want to investigate traffic accidents in 20-below wind chill factor."

About a decade ago, his son began looking for law enforcement work in Charleston, eventually landing a job 

with the Mount Pleasant Police Department and then taking a job with the Charleston County Sheriff's Office 

two years later. In addition to a daughter, DeGrow also has a 14-year-old son.  Anyone with family in law 

enforcement worries about getting "the call," and Dave's phone rang 11:15 a.m. Thursday with the news 

about his son. "You always think it will happen to someone else," he said. Then the phone rings and your 

knees turn to rubber. He caught the first plane he could to Charleston.

DeGrow said he was responding to a burglary report off Grimball Road on James Island when he spotted 

three men. They ran away, and he chased one around a trailer. He pulled out his Taser, but a bullet hit him in 

the eye. He fell to the ground, and one of the suspects emptied his gun at point-blank range. "It's a miracle 

he's alive," Dave said.  He said his son somehow got on his radio and told a dispatcher that he'd been shot, 

and that he'd try to get somewhere so they could find him more quickly.

"Everybody talks about how calm and collected he was, and when they found him, he was standing by his 

cruiser," he said. The tape begins with DeGrow notifying dispatchers, "County, I've got three running, I don't 

know if it's involved in the burglaries or not.ñ  A moment later, DeGrow radios: "I'm hit and down. I need EMS 

Emergency Medical Services) ASAP." A dispatcher then radios for backup. "Shots fired," she says. DeGrow, 

breathing hard, radios his location ("I'm next to a white trailer") and gives a description of the shooter: 

"Black male suspect, black jacket, black jeans, low cut with a goatee. I'm trying to make my way out to the 

road now. I need EMS ASAP."

The tape ends with DeGrow saying, "I got a head wound and an arm wound. I know that for sure. I can't see 

out of my right eye.ñ FYI - The deputy was shot a total of 5 times at point blank range. He was treated at a 

local hospital and released a couple of days later. The three perpetrators were caught a short time later.

Youôve Got To Love This Lawyer

Part of rebuilding New Orleans (after Katrina) often caused 

residents to be challenged with the task of tracing titles to their 

homes... back potentially hundreds of years. With a community 

rich with history stretching back over two centuries, houses have 

been passed along through generations of family, sometimes 

making it quite difficult to establish ownership. Here's a great 

letter an attorney wrote to the FHA on behalf of a client:

You have to love this lawyer ........
A New Orleans lawyer sought an FHA loan for a client.. He was 

told the loan would be granted if he could prove ñsatisfactory 

titleò to a parcel of property being offered as collateral. It took the 

lawyer three months to track down the full title to the property 

which dated back to 1803. After sending the information to the 

FHA, he received the following reply.

(Actual reply from FHA):
"Upon review of your letter adjoining your client's loan 

application, we note that the request is supported by an Abstract 

of Title. While we compliment the able manner in which you 

have prepared and presented the application, we must point out 

that you have only cleared title to the proposed collateral 

property back to 1803. Before final approval can be accorded, it 

will be necessary to clear the title back to its origin.ñ

Annoyed, the lawyer responded as follows:

(Actual response):
"Your letter regarding title in Case No.189156 has been 

received. I note that you wish to have title extended further than 

the 206 years covered by the present application. I was unaware 

that any educated person in this country, particularly those 

working in the property area, would not know that Louisiana was 

purchased by the United States from France, in 1803 the year of 

origin identified in our application. For the edification of 

uninformed FHA bureaucrats, the title to the land prior to U.S. 

ownership was obtained from France, which had acquired it by 

Right of Conquest from Spain . The land came into the 

possession of Spain by Right of Discovery made in the year 

1492 by a sea captain named Christopher Columbus, who had 

been granted the privilege of seeking a new route to India by the 

Spanish monarch, Queen Isabella. The good Queen Isabella, 

being a pious woman and almost as careful about titles as the 

FHA, took the precaution of securing the blessing of the Pope 

before she sold her jewels to finance Columbus 's 

expedition...Now the Pope, as I'm sure you may know, is the 

emissary of Jesus Christ, the Son of God, and God, it is 

commonly accepted, created this world. Therefore, I believe it is 

safe to presume that God also made that part of the world called 

Louisiana . God, therefore, would be the owner of origin and His 

origins date back to before the beginning of time, the world as 

we know it, and the FHA. I hope you find God's original claim to 

be satisfactory.
