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Subject: Five 'Sovereign Citizens' plot to kidnap, kill Alaska cops. Article located on: POLICEONE.com.
These ‘Sovereign Citizen’ groups are dangerous. \We have several in the Miami area. Go to YouTube and type
in “Sovereign Citizen” and watch some of the videos. Worse yet, read the comments below the videos, and get
a feel for the apathy that exists in these folks. Thanks for reading. Members of the domestic terrorism group also
plotted to kill a judge, claiming courts should have no authority over them. Five people, including militia activist
Schaeffer Cox, were arrested Thursday in the Fairbanks area for allegedly conspiring to kill multiple Alaska State
Troopers and a federal judge. The group had stockpiled weapons and conducted surveillance on the homes of two
troopers, according to Alaska State Troopers. Some of the weapons known to be in the cache are prohibited by state or
federal law, according to troopers. In addition to Cox, those taken into custody are Lonnie and Karen Vernon of
Salcha, Coleman Barney of North Pole and Michael Anderson, whose hometown was unclear. All were taken into
custody without incident. The arrests were made by the Alaska State Troopers’ Special Emergency Reaction Team,
along with Fairbanks troopers, the FBI, U.S. Marshal’s Service and the Fairbanks Police Department. U.S. District
Court Judge Ralph Beistline was the judge targeted, U.S. Attorney Karen Loeffler said. Lonnie Vernon was recently
indicted on the charge of threatening to kill Beistline, the chief judge for the U.S. District Court in Alaska, “in the
fulfillment of his duties” and is the only member of the group facing federal charges, Loeffler said. Beistline is
presiding over a tax-evasion case involving the Vernons. The five arrested Thursday face several state charges,
including conspiracy to commit murder, conspiracy to commit kidnapping, conspiracy to commit arson, and tampering
with evidence, according to troopers. Trooper and federal law enforcement activity associated with the arrests was
seen in both Fairbanks and North Pole on Thursday. In Fairbanks, multiple law enforcement agencies were seen at
Cox’s house on Scenic Loop, off of Farmers Loop, and at Barney’s house on Silver Street in North Pole. Fairbanks
Police Chief Laren Zager said earlier Thursday that the actions involved the Sovereign Citizen Movement and
multiple police actions. He said he was not authorized to give details because other law enforcement agencies were in
charge of the operation.“To properly enforce the law, multiple events had to happen at once,” Zager said. A trooper
carrying a rifle blocked the intersection of Farmers Loop and Scenic Loop, near Cox’s listed Fairbanks address, about
3:30 p.m. The trooper told a Daily News-Miner photographer and reporter to leave the area. U.S. Marshals and the
FBI agents also were seen in North Pole along with troopers near Lyle Avenue on Silver Street about 5 p.m. A group
of SUVs was seen beyond a trooper patrol vehicle that blocked traffic, and a U.S. Marshal K-9 unit was seen entering
the area. Loeffler said Thursday night the operation had concluded and more information will be available today in the
federal indictment against Lonnie Vernon. Vernon and his wife, Karen, are the subject of a federal civil case brought
because they reportedly owe $166,000 in unpaid income taxes, interest and penalties for 1996 and the years 2000
through 2003. The case was filed in July 2009, and the government was seeking to foreclose a tax lien filed on the
couple’s house, located on Old Valdez Trail, and sell the house. Beistline, in an order filed last month, appeared to
grow exasperated with the Vernons and was close to granting a motion for summary judgment in favor of the federal
government.“To date, the defendants have given the court no reason to believe that the government’s figures are
wrong, nor have they apparently attempted to discuss these matters with the government in good faith,” Beistline
wrote. “It has come to the point where defendants must set forth their position in plain English so that the court can
understand whether or not they have any legitimate defenses to the government’s claims.”Cox, 26, has had run-ins
with the state legal system. A Fairbanks judge issued a warrant for the arrest of Cox, who has claimed to be the leader
of a militia, after he failed to attend his own Feb. 14 trial for a misdemeanor weapons misconduct charge last month.
Cox had been charged with failing to disclose his possession of a concealed handgun in the presence of a police
officer. He faces an additional charge for failing to appear at his trial. Both offenses are class B misdemeanors. Cox
has used his case to challenge the authority of the Alaska Court System, calling himself a sovereign citizen and
claiming the court is a for-profit corporation with no authority over him. In a lengthy courtroom speech last year, Cox
said he does not intend to cooperate with the court system, but he sees himself as a peacemaker between his supporters
and the government. The FBI describes the Sovereign Citizen Movement as a domestic terrorism group. Members of
the movement do not believe U.S. laws apply to them and sometimes make their own license plates or create their own
legal trials, according to the FBI. A group of Fairbanks residents recently conducted their own trial of Cox at Denny’s
Restaurant. Cox has previously appeared as a public figure as gun rights activist and a legislative candidate. He
unsuccessfully challenged Republican Rep. Mike Kelly in 2008. He is a leader of the Alaska Peacemakers Militia and
the Second Amendment Task Force. He has helped organize multiple gun-rights and personal freedoms rallies,
including the 2009 “Freedom Fest” at the Carlson Center. Cox is a member of a “Liberty Bell network,” which sends
out mass notifications to assemble a crowd of witnesses when a member believes his or her rights are being violated.

Call-Forwarding Scam Reappears: Don't Be Tricked Into Dialing *72

Officials are warning people to be careful of an old con that's popped up again -- the call forwarding
scam. Victims often think they're doing a kindness to a stranger or for a friend. The phone rings,
usually late at night, and callers tell the victim someone has been injured, and to contact an officer at
the scene.

How to get the officer? By dialing *72, then a phone number.

But that *72 only activates the call forwarding function -- letting the con artists make collect phone
calls and pay-per call services on your dime. Many people don't find out they've been conned until
they receive a whopping phone bill.

It's recently been an issue in Michigan, where the Isabella County Sheriff's office issued a warning.

A similar scam involved someone claiming to be an inmate, saying he dialed the wrong number,
explaining he has been arrested -- and please dial *72 and the "right number" so he can reach his
mother or family. That's how the scam started in 2004, when Cook County Jail inmates in Chicago
used *72 to make hundreds of long-distance calls, all paid for by someone else.

Better Business Bureau officials say consumers who fall for the scam should dial *73 to deactivate the
feature and report unauthorized charges to their phone companies.

NO-COST LODGING FOR COPS VISITING THE MAYO CLINIC IN ROCHESTER

Don was able to find and secure lodging that law enforcement
officers visiting the Mayo Clinic could use at no cost. We all know how expensive medical care
can be when we are in our own home areas, let alone when we have to travel miles and miles for
care and stay extended periods of time away from home because of it. Don was able to make
arrangements for two apartments near downtown, close to Mayo, to be available for use only by
visiting cops and their family members. These apartments will make the costs of out of town
medical care less of a concern for cops in need. Great job Don! One apartment is for short-term
visitors, the other for longer-term visitors. Both are in a great location, fully furnished, and
provided at absolutely no cost to cops and their family members. The apartments are paid for via
private donations and through the Rochester Police Benevolent Association and the Olmsted
County Deputy Sheriffodés Association. The apa

The Knox Report: From the Firearms Coalition: Running Toward the Gunfire [By Jeff Knox]

You're standing at the checkout counter of your neigh
screaming right outside. What do you do? For Joe Zamudio the answer was to run toward the sound of
gunfire. Zamudio was among the first responders to the shooting rampage which severely wounded
Congresswoman Gabrielle Giffords and left a federal judge, a nine-year-old girl, and 4 others dead and a

dozen more wounded. Zamudio was also the only responsible citizen in the vicinity of the shooting who was
legally armed, but as events unfolded, Z a mu d igon’'poved unnecessary beyond bolstering his confidence
and his sense of duty.

In the brief seconds it took for Joe to get from the door of Walgreens to the scene of the carnage, other first
responders —victims trapped in the kill zone —recognized an opportunity when the murderer paused to
change magazines in the Glock 19 he was shooting, and managed to wrestle the gun away from him. As
Zamudio arrived, an older man was holding the empty gun and yelling at the murderer who had been tackled
to the ground by other bystanders. In that moment of confusion Zamudio saw that the G| o c Hideswas
locked back and, assuming the older man was the attacker, he grabbed his gun hand, forcing him to drop the
gun. Bystanders quickly corrected Z a mu d imgstalse and he turned his attention to helping to restrain the
young man on the ground and helping to hold the killer for police —the second responders.

On that day there were several heroes; people who demonstrated extraordinary courage and superior

instincts as the mayhem broke out. One of Rep. Giffords’ ai ds instinctively ran t
the gunfire, and began administering basic first aid which probably saved her life. A woman who had been
wounded, and thankfully had enough familiarity with f

he was trying to change magazines, reached out and grabbed at the new magazine, keeping the killer from
reloading. Two men who were close by also recognized the opportunity and rushed the murderer, wrestled
the gun from him and took him to the ground. And Joe Zamudio, who was safely outside the killing ground,
rushed to the sound of the gunfire in order to help his fellow citizens.

Z a mu d irote’insthe tragedy was downplayed or ignored by most of the media. He candidly admitted that he
could have made a mistake and shot the first man he saw with the gun. The anti-rights lobby and
hoplophobic media latched onto that clear-eyed assessment and focused on how tragic such a mistake would
have been. The media carefully ignored the fact that Zamudio, a young man with no formal firearms or
combat training, had responded perfectly in everything he did and had avoided making a terrible situation any
worse. Thefactis, Zamudio performed better than many police officers — the only ones the anti-rights crowd
thinks should have guns — have in similar situations. The hand-wringers should consider what might have
happened if the murderer had successfully reloaded. Zamudio never drew his gun so as not to be confused
as a second attacker and he immediately recognized the unloaded condition of the Glock and that deadly
force was unnecessary. Zamudio expressed relief that he did not have to shoot anyone and regret that he
was not in a position to have shot the murderer and saved some lives.

The attitude of Joe Zamudio toward his fellow human beings is something that really stands out and was
missed by virtually everyone in the media. Zamudio repeatedly expressed his personal conviction that it was
his duty to help those around him regardless of the danger such help might represent to him personally.
While his attitude is not uncommon among gun owners, particularly those who accept the responsibility of
routinely going armed, it is apparently unusual among the rest of the general public. Peoplewho believe they
have an obligation to assist others tend not to realize that it is an uncommon conviction. They tend to
assume that most people recognize the same sense of duty.

Thefact is that only a small percentage of the population even considers the possibility of aiding others in
the face of serious violence and a good portion of those who have given such a possibility serious
consideration take the next logical step of being prepared for such an emergency by keeping the tools they
might need close to hand. In aworld of sheep, wolves, and sheepdogs, many of those with sheepdog
inclinations are drawn to the military and law enforcement, but a lot of them, like Joe Zamudio, just go about
their normal lives a little more alert and a lot more prepared. Their presence in our society makes us all safer
and more secure.

A special kind of internship, up close and in part providing a thrill

As a member of the International Police Association (IPA), | approached the federal office of the IPA German Section in
2010 and expressed my interest in a internship in an English-speaking country. | am not only very interested in
experiencing this language for real, but also in establishing advanced contact with foreign colleagues. The police aspect
should be at the forefront and it should be useful for my official job. As a police officer in the river police of the state of
Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, my interest was directed towards offices with a maritime connection, in order to establish
friendly relationships on the one hand and improve my command of English on the other.

In January 2011, | received the positive message that the IPA in the state of Florida had indicated its willingness for me to
carry out a internship there. Following the initial contact with the US-IPA friends Bob Killen and Sam Goldstein, an
internship inside the American police force became more realistic and the details were agreed. At that time | did not know
that the two week long internship would become one of my greatest professional experiences.

On 4th March 2011 the time had finally come. I flew with Continental Airlines via New York to West Palm Beach in the
state of Florida. When | arrived there, | was warmly greeted by my American colleague Sam Goldstein and his wife Susan.
The first impression outside the airport building was not only shaped by the current temperature difference from Germany,
but also by the streets lined with palm trees. On multi-lane roads we then set off straight away on the first journey of
discovery. After having dinner together and getting to know each other for the first time, | was taken late in the evening to
the Springhill Hotel where, thanks to the American colleagues and friends, | obtained in advance a fair price for the two
week long stay.

Reserve Sergeant Sam Goldstein, my contact person, has been connected with the IPA for many years and is very involved
as the chairperson for the Florida region. Before changing to the operational area of Palm Beach County, he was active as a
policeman in New York for some years. When he reached his 25th anniversary of service he joined the Reserve Unit and is
still a policeman with heart and soul. The coincidence would have it, field training was planned for the Reserve Unit on the
following weekend and | was offered the opportunity to take part. Alongside theoretical instruction and training on the
driving simulator, the practical training took place in the afternoon on the, by American standards, nearby exercise area. In
contrast, the Sunday was shaped by situation training and the instruction and handling of the Taser weapon. Despite the
language barriers the occasional police experience was exchanged. After the training Sam invited me to his house and over
dinner we discussed the further agenda, taking into consideration my individual ideas

An internship in the Florida Fish Wildlife Commission and in the territory of the Marine Unit of the Palm Beach Sheriff's
Office was planned for the coming days. These police units are similar to the German river police and are responsible for
the maintenance and enforcement of legal directives on the water (State Law Enforcement for Marine Patrol). Within the
relatively short period of my stay | got to know a wide spectrum of work and operations. An extensive boat patrol was on
the plan for the beginning of the week. Together we controlled compliance with the laws on fishing, inspected various
pleasure crafts and kept a watchful eye on speed limits.

The time flew by in a figurative sense. A particular highlight then came on the next day. And on this occasion the time
literally flew by. Patrolling the Everglades and palm beaches in a police helicopter is a completely different dimension that
is very difficult to describe. Still greatly impressed by my experiences, a further highlight followed on Wednesday. We
roamed part of the Everglades in an all-terrain buggy. Experiencing breathtaking scenery and the exotic fauna and in spite
of everything being on actual police service gave me goose bumps. The Thursday was also shaped by similar situations. |
got to know various animal protection organizations, held a young alligator in my hands, was very close to a big cat and
was impressed by the enormous sea turtles. Overwhelmed by all these experiences, | used the Friday to discover Fort
Lauderdale on my own.

Part Il of the deployment training followed at the weekend. Practical shooting training on a shooting range was on the plan.
It soon became clear to me that the American policemen have a very different awareness of and relationship with weapons

I was allowed to take part in an intensive shooting training and shot with a shotgun for the first time. I could still feel the
impact in my shoulder that evening. The Sunday was no less moving. Self-defense training in the sports hall revealed every
now and then my physical limits.

In the second week of my work-shadowing | got to know the Marine Enforcement Unit. Lieutenant Daniel McBride picked
me up from the hotel at 10:00 and conveyed to me an initial overview of the tasks and responsibilities and the collaboration
of his unit with the other police forces. From 11:00 to 16:00 the boat patrol led me along the inner coastal waters. 4 x 300
HP outboard motors propelled an approximately 10 meter long police boat and occasional speeds of 100 km/h were
reached. Later in the afternoon the Lieutenant showed me the neighborhood of the "rich and famous". Private security
personnel, an increased density of security cameras and a very private environment takes some getting used to. Rod
Stewart and Don King are just a couple of the names who have a residence here.

The Tuesday brought an experience of a very different nature. Walt Disney Land offered me a new dimension in
entertainment. | spent fantastic hours there with Sam Goldstein and his son Paul. | was pretty exhausted when | arrived in
the hotel at 01:30. The alarm clock rang a few hours later and a new appointment was arranged. The colleagues from the
Marine Enforcement Unit had scheduled their air-boat training in the Everglades for today. | gratefully accepted the
invitation to take part and my prevailing tiredness gave way to eager expectation. Unfortunately this day was
overshadowed by a negative event. In the afternoon we collided with an approaching air-boat that was carrying tourists.
Overall three people were injured and there was a lot of damage. Regrettably a colleague was seriously injured and was
taken to hospital by helicopter. | wish the injured a speedy recovery and particularly hope that the badly injured colleague
will be able to remain in police service.

Even on the last day of my stay | got to know interesting areas of police work and realized that my English skills had
greatly improved. It was not easy to bid farewell to Sam and his family or the colleagues. The awareness has remained with
me that the police in the democratic states are more or less confronted with similar problems. Only the ways of solving
these problems are different. Finally, | would not want to miss the opportunity to deeply thank all colleagues for your
helpfulness and the fantastic experiences and adventures which | was allowed to make with you.

In particular, I would like to thank the Goldstein family for their hospitality and also: Colonel Adams, Major Bullard,
Captain Vislocky, Captain Schaeffer, Lieutenant McBride, Ralf Bahr and the American IPA, represented by the President
Bob Killen. Thanks to you | was able to experience an excellent shadowing of the work done by the American police and |
will never forget my experiences.

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THE STRIDES WE MADE; REFLECTIONS OF A DINOSAUR (04/21/11) POLICEONE.COM
Past the Uniform with Marty Katz

I was thinking about the strides that have been made in law enforcement technology since | first pinned
on the badge. For instance, my on duty weapon was a Colt Officer’'s Model .38 cal with a six-inch barrel. My choice of
holster was the New Jersey State Police holster, which was on a swivel with two rows of loops for my bullets. There were
no speed loaders, speed strips, or drop pouches. Holster safety was still somewhere off in the future — to release the
firearm you had to put your index finger into the trigger well to press on a metal clip. | had two impact weapons. The first
was a long piece of wood with a rawhide tie. The rawhide tie was looped around your thumb and with practice you spin
the stick without hitting your shins. My nightstick was carried on my belt in a ring holder. You could never properly sit
down when carrying it. | also carried a little item called a sap. A sap is a flat, beavertail-shaped slapper that is weighted
with lead on the widest end that was extremely potent in getting someone’s attention. This item was carried in a special
pocket just below your rear pants pocket. My department also issued an item called the iron claw. This was a devise that
looked like a large “C” that you could clamp down on a subject’s arm. It used a ratchet mechanism to lock the claw on a
person’s arm to control the subject. A quick twist closed it, and control was obtained via pain compliance. | think | used it
twice and that was two times more than anyone else on the shift. My flashlight contained five “D-sized” batteries. It
basically was a metal pipe that served as a flashlight. It seemed to be as large as a walking stick. It would not fit in my back
pocket so when the flashlight was out of the car, it was either in my left hand, under my left arm or held on the belt with
yet another ring. | lived by the officer safety code that nothing except your firearm was ever in your gun hand. This light
was never truly bright and it was before the concept of rechargeable batteries. And these batteries never lasted long.
Simply it was heavy, bulky and large. Also around the time | began, there was the introduction of a new communication
device known as the portable radio. Law enforcement agencies where just getting the latest ‘walkie-talkies.” Ours were
large brick like blocks that had only two channels. | was surprised that my pants never fell down under all the weight | had
to carry. Enough about personal equipment, let’s review the police vehicle. The first item | notice when | first was
permitted to ride in the “unit” or police vehicle was a small transistor radio. The police vehicles were purchased without
radios and it was before tape players, CD’s and satellite radios. The transistor radio, which only played AM music was
placed in the left corner on the dash and held in place by being pressed against the windshield. There were no spot lights
attached outside of the vehicle. Inside there was a handheld spot light that plugged into the cigarette lighter. This light
worked great if you could open the windows, but on nights it was raining, all it did was reflect the light back into your
eyes. The dinosaur of a police radio in the vehicle had to warm up before you could transmit. So if you turned the vehicle
off, the radio took about a minute or so to warm up. Keep in mind the old saying about how long a minute is depending
on which side of the bathroom door you are on. Your emergency had to wait until the radio was ready to go. The
overhead emergency lights when | started were, well, just a light. Nothing special, just a big light located in the middle of
the roof that turned real slow. A few years later, we went high tech. The lighting system was now a bar attached to the
roof and it had two smaller lights that flashed and still that large rotating light in the center. Alley lights were still way in
the future. The siren was basic. In fact it had one whining sound. The siren was activated by pushing on a button on the
floor. Using your left foot, you simply press the button and the siren sounded. Of course this button was next to the high
beam button. In an emergency some officers would activate their high beam instead of their sirens. So far we have
covered the basic personal and vehicle “high tech” issued equipment. The art of report writing was still in the dark ages.
There were two choices. The first being to hand write all your reports and the second was having the ability to use an old
non electrical typewriter. Both had the same drawbacks, the need for carbon paper. A mistake meant finding “white out”
and correcting each page separately and then writing over. If you were using a typewriter, you had to reline the paper so
the lines were straight. Somehow the reports never looked neat. No wonder there is a history of not wanting to do
paperwork. Times have changed, and lucky for us great strides have been made it the construction, type, and technology
of issued equipment. We are now lightweight, rechargeable, and high speed. Our flashlights turn night into day, we have
them mounted on our handguns, shotguns, and patrol rifles. Not only are there multi-channel portable radios, we also
have cellular telephones. Our vehicles are space age with everything we need to track, locate, apprehend and transport
criminals. With computers, every report is perfect, error free, and saved. Well, that’s the idea anyway. It is a great time to
be entering the exciting profession of law enforcement.
