Miami Officer Innocent of Reckless Driving on Turnpike, Lawyer Says

The attorney for the Miami police officer arrested at gunpoint and charged with driving recklessly in his
marked patrol car at speeds of more than 120 mph on Florida's Turnpike in Broward County said Monday
that the allegations against his client are false.

Officer Fausto Ldpez's lawyer, William Matthewman, said in a statement that Lopez is innocent of the
charge of driving recklessly, a second-degree misdemeanor, on the morning of Oct. 11, when Florida
Highway Patrol Trooper D.J. Watts stopped him near Hollywood Boulevard after a seven-minute chase.

Matthewman's statement was the first public reaction by the Miami police officer since the story broke
Friday. A video released by FHP shows how Watts drew her gun after Lopez stopped his patrol car on the
side of the road. Once Lopez got out of his car, Watts handcuffed him and took him to her FHP unit, where
he was charged.

The statement from Lopez's attorney says: "Officer Fausto Lépez is a good police officer who has worked
as a uniform patrol officer on the streets of Miami for nearly 6 years, protecting the citizens of Miami. The
allegation that he was driving his police vehicle 120 mph is not accurate and is disputed. He was not
driving recklessly and a review of the videotape shows he was not driving recklessly. This is a simple
misunderstanding that has been blown out of proportion. Officer Lopez looks forward to his continued
good service to the citizens of Miami."

Delrish Moss, a spokesman for the Miami Police Department, said that Lopez, 35, remained on the job
pending the outcome of investigations by FHP and the department.

Here are some reasons why we don't allow cell phones in operating areas, propylene oxide handling and storage
area, propane, gas and diesel refueling areas. The Shell Oil Company recently issued a warning after three
incidents in which mobile phones (cell phones) ignited fumes during fueling operations.

In the first case, the phone was placed on the car's trunk lid during fueling; it rang and the ensuing fire
destroyed the car and the gasoline pump.

In the second, an individual suffered severe burns to their face when fumes ignited as they answered a call while
refueling their car!

And in the third, an individual suffered burns to the thigh and groin as fumes ignited when the phone, which was
in their pocket, rang while they were fueling their car.

You should know that: Mobile Phones can ignite fuel or fumes. Mobile phones that light up when switched on
or when they ring release enough energy to provide a spark for ignition. Mobile phones should not be used in
filling stations, or when fueling lawn mowers, boat, etc. Mobile phones should not be used, or should be turned
off, around other materials that generate flammable or explosive fumes or dust, (l.e., solvents, chemicals, gases,
grain dust, etc...) TO sum it up, here are the Four Rules for Safe Refueling:

1) Turn off engine

2) Don't smoke

3) Don't use your cell phone - leave it inside the vehicle or turn it off
4) Don't re-enter your vehicle during fueling.

Bob Renkes of Petroleum Equipment Institute is working on a campaign to try and make people aware of fires
as a result of 'static electricity' at gas pumps. His company has researched 150 cases of these fires.

His results were very surprising:
1) Out of 150 cases, almost all of them were women.

2) Almost all cases involved the person getting back in their vehicle while the nozzle was still pumping gas.
When finished, they went back to pull the nozzle out and the fire started, as a result of static.

3) Most had on rubber-soled shoes.

4) Most men never get back in their vehicle until completely finished. This is why they are seldom involved in
these types of fires.

5) Don't ever use cell phones when pumping gas.
6) It is the vapors that come out of the gas that cause the fire, when connected with static charges.

7) There were 29 fires where the vehicle was re-entered and the nozzle was touched during refueling from a
variety of makes and models. Some resulted in extensive damage to the vehicle, to the station, and to the
customer.

8) Seventeen fires occurred before, during or immediately after the gas cap was removed and before fueling
began.

Mr. Renkes stresses to NEVER get back into your vehicle while filling it with gas. If you absolutely HAVE to
get in your vehicle while the gas is pumping, make sure you get out, close the door TOUCHING THE METAL,
before you ever pull the nozzle out. This way the static from your body will be discharged before you ever
remove the nozzle. The Petroleum Equipment Institute, along with several other companies now, are really
trying to make the public aware of this danger.

Please send this information to ALL your family and friends, especially those who have kids in the car with
them while pumping gas. If this were to happen to them, they may not be able to get the children out in time.



POLICE SUICIDE IS AN ALARMING PROBLEM RARELY DISCUSSED PUBLICLY

Stress is taking its toll on police officers throughout the nation, though it is a problem that

many departments are loath to talk about publicly. And that includes Philadelphia's. "It's difficult to put
your arms around the problem, when so few people are willing to talk about it,” said Councilman Michael Nutter.
"Everyone knows it's a serious problem, but not many will discuss it.“ New York City has a different attitude. Last
week, police brass became so alarmed at the number of suicides among officers that it set in motion a new program to
recruit and train cops as peer counselors.

Ina police force of more than 30,000, suicides among officers have been on the rise. Fourteen uniformed men killed
themselves last year. Others attempted suicide but were thwarted by alert officers who intervened in time. A recent
study revealed that New York City officers kill themselves at a rate of 29 per 100,000 a year. The rate of suicide in
the general population is 12 per 100,000. Most of the victims are young males with no record of misconduct who
shoot themselves while off duty.

Nationally, twice as many cops - about 300 annually - commit suicide as are killed in the line of duty, according to a
study by the National Association of Police Chiefs. In Philadelphia, officers with problems sometimes receive help
from the Employee Assistance Program within the department. Their concerns range from stress on the job to
personal dilemmas that sometimes become overwhelming. Michael Broader, a clinical psychologist, has been
working with the EAP since July of this year. He says that "the dynamics of the job" sometimes lead officers to take
their own lives. The fact that officers have a weapon strapped at their waist at all times also plays a role. Alcohol is
sometimes a factor, along with troubled marriages or relationships. Many policemen live with added pressure from
families who complain that they "never have a day off.“ It's difficult in Philadelphia to determine just why cops take
their own lives, or how many, due to the state's confidentiality law. In addition, the police deny they keep such
statistics.

Capt. Gus Carre, the commanding officer at EAP, did say stress among police officers is not unusual. "It's a difficult
job made more difficult by the individuals that officers must deal with on a daily basis. Many police officers sce a
steady diet of the grim underside of life that most people rarely see. They are usually first at the scene when babies
are killed, when wives are battered, when addicts die of an overdose or when accidents kill or maim citizens. It all
takes its toll on even the most hard-nosed officers.

A few years ago in Northeast Philadelphia, an officer sat with his gun pressed to his, head for four hours. Finally, he
was talked into putting his weapon down. Unfortunately, not every situation is as easily resolved. Several times last
year, Philadelphia officers killed themselves before help arrived. Many officers here and throughout the nation refuse
to seek needed assistance because they fear it will result in their being labeled "weak.“ Police officers are almost
always high on the list of suicide groups," says Mort Feldman, vice president of the chiefs' group. Feldman was a
policeman in Florida for 30 years. "This is a national concern," he said in an interview. "What is needed is to separate
Employee Assistance Programs from the police department. A liaison should be established between cops and mental
health associations.

"Policemen are often reluctant to tell people in the chain of command they're having problems because they fear their
careers will be destroyed. So they make the mistake of trying to solve their problems quietly and that often leads to
alcohol or substance abuse or suicide. Many suicides by police go unreported to avoid stigmatizing families and to
allow them to collect insurance claims and other compensation.

Another officer admitted he's seen reports that list suicides under a broad classification of "accidental discharge of a
weapon" that was anything but accidental. Feldman says some police officers trade their wives and kids for the job:
"If they're even questioned during an investigation, some officers who are completely clean feel betrayed by the job....
Occasionally, such an individual, feeling betrayed by his fellow officers, will kill himself because he feels he's been
abandoned."

Feldman said his organization didn't keep statistics on police suicides by city "because | know we wouldn't be given
the right numbers.“ Although Philadelphia police refused to share their numbers, they are well aware how many
officers kill themselves every year.

They must think that hiding the problem will make it go away, but all that does is suggest that police suicides may be
even more widespread than most people think.




Federal Judge Permits Father of Serviceman Killed on USS Cole to Express Opposition to Islamic Terrorism Over
Objections of Marine Base Commander!

ANN ARBOR, MI - Jesse Nieto is one of those many unsung patriotic Americans. He served 25 years in the Marine
Corps, including two combat tours in Vietnam . His youngest son, Marc, and 16 of Marc’s shipmates were killed on
October 12, 2000, by Islamic terrorists who bombed the USS Cole. Nieto has worked as a civilian employee at
Camp Lejeune Marine Corps Base in North Carolina since 1994. Yesterday, U.S. District Court Judge Malcolm J.
Howard delivered good news to Mr.. Nieto. He ruled that Camp Lejeune officials violated his free speech rights
when they ordered him to remove decals attacking Muslim terrorists from his vehicle. Judge Howard enjoined
Marine officials from further enforcing the ban against Nieto. Check out the license plate The rest of the story on
political correctness run amok follows. Beginning in 2001, to show his anger toward the Muslim terrorists who
killed his son, Nieto displayed various decals on his vehicle expressing anti-terrorist sentiments, such as
"Rememberthe Cole, 12 Oct 2000, " "Islam=Terrorism, " and "We Died, They Rejoiced." Based on a complaint
from a Marine who is married to a Muslim, on July 31, 2008, two military police officers (MPs) issued Nieto a ticket
for displaying "offensive material." After Nieto refused to remove the "offending" decals from his vehicle, the
Base Magistrate issued Nieto a written order, ordering him to remove his vehicle from the base until all decals
were removed and banning his vehicle from all other federal installations. The order in effect prevented Nieto
from driving his vehicle to Arlington National Cemetery (a federal installation) to visit the grave marker of his
fallenson. As a result of the Marine Corps’ unlawful action, the Thomas More Law Center, a national public
interestlaw firm based in Ann Arbor, Michigan, filed a federal lawsuit against the Camp Lejeune Commanding
Officerand the Base Magistrate on behalf of Nieto in the U.S. District Court for the Eastern District of North
Carolina. The civil rights lawsuit challenged the constitutionality of the military’s ban on Nieto’s speech. Richard
Thompson, President and Chief Counsel of the Thomas More Law Center, commented, "Political correctness is
destroying our military. 9/11 was caused by Islamic terrorists, and our troops are being killed by Islamic terrorists
overseas and on our very own military bases; yet, our commanders are more concerned about ‘diversity’ and not
offending the Muslim community. And here, the military re-victimized a father anguishing over the murder of his
son by Islamic terrorists because they don’t want to offend Muslims." During sworn testimony taken in the case,
Marine officials admitted they would allow speech that favored Islam, but not Nieto’s speech because they
considered it "extremist, indecent, and offensive." In his opinion, Judge Howard responded to the government’s
argument as follows: "Defendants argue that the regulation is reasonable and necessary because it is aimed at
preventing speech the sole intention of which is to inflame the passion of those within the Base command.
However, defendants fail to recognize that pro Islamic messages, such as ‘Islam is Peace,’ and ‘Islam is Love, ’ may
be just as incendiary to individuals like plaintiff as anti-Islamic messages are to the individual who complained
about plaintiff’s decals." Robert Muise, Senior Trial Counsel for the Law Center who handled the case,
commented, "As Judge Howard’s well-reasoned opinion makes plain, political correctness and ‘diversity’ do not
justify violating the Constitution. As a former Marine, | am ashamed at the way the Marine Corps treated this
grieving father and war veteran. When | told him of the good news yesterday, he was elated. He plans to be back
on base with his vehicle early next week."

UK: Imprisoned jihadists complain that prison walls too high, AND inspectors agree with them !!!
The poor jihadi dears might get claustrophobia. Absurd Britannia Update: "Our prison walls are too high to
look over, moan terror suspects,” by Jack Doyle in the Daily Mail, (thanks to The Religion of Peace):

Suspected terrorists are complaining about a fence around the exercise yard in their high-security prison
which restricts their view of the horizon. The alleged extremists are locked up while the Government tries
to remove them from the country. But the inmates have complained the limited view is damaging their
eyesight, a prison inspection report revealed. And astonishingly, inspectors accepted their
complaints, criticizing the cladding put around the edge of the exercise yard because it stops the
men seeing into the distance. The men are being held in the detainee unit at Long Lartin prison in
Worcestershire and are prevented from mixing with other inmates.

Some months ago, prison bosses offered to allow them to join activities involving pedophiles and rapists
who are isolated from the rest of the prison for their own protection. But this was rejected because the
terror suspects feared they would be ‘stigmatized’ by being seen with the sex offenders. The report
recommended removing the cladding so the prisoners have a clear view into the outside world.

Chief Inspector of Prisons Nick Hardwick said: ‘While detainees’ treatment and conditions were
satisfactory in some respects, too little attention was paid to their uniquely isolated and uncertain position.’
The report added: ‘For most of the time, detainees were confined to the unit and largely deprived of
contact with the range of people that was possible for convicted prisoners in the main prison.* This had
resulted in a feeling of claustrophobia.

‘The fence surrounding the exercise yard was clad, therefore preventing detainees from seeing into the
distance. All detainee unit cells overlooked the inner courtyard and detainees therefore had no
opportunities to see into the distance, and some complained of deteriorating eyesight.’

The high-security detainee unit at Long Lartin holds seven suspected terrorists. Three are foreign
nationals whom ministers want to deport to their home countries. The other four are awaiting the outcome
of legal challenges to extradition requests by the U.S. They are thought to include Babar Ahmed, whose
case is being considered by the European Court of Human Rights. Two of the men have been held for
more than 11 years as they fight deportation, at a cost of more than £1.6 million. The average cost
of a place in a high-security prison is £74,000 per year.

The report revealed the men are allowed out of their cells for nearly 60 hours a week.
They also have access to gym equipment and their own kitchen, as well as prepared meals.

[“The tradition of the coin giving dates back to Vietnam actually when soldiers
would tote along a piece of "lucky" ordnance that had helped them or narrowly missed them.
At first it was small arms ammunition, but this practice grew to much bigger and more
dangerous ordnance as time wound on. It became then actually a dangerous practice because
of the size and power of the ordnance being carried, so commanders banned it, and instead
gave away metal coins emblazoned with the unit crest or something similar. The main purpose
of the ordnance had been when going into a bar, you had to have your lucky piece or you had to
buy drinks for all who did have it. The coins worked far better in this regard as they were
smaller and not as lethal! So, if you go to a military bar, whip out a challenge coin and slam it
down on the bar, those who lack one buy drinks! Obviously you have to be careful about this
tradition... However, Commanders and units give out coins for this and as mementos for
services rendered or special occasions.”]
